PACKING TIPS

BE COMFORTABLE

Pack clothes which can be worn in layers
and colors which allow you to mix and
match. Note that at many holy sites
shorts and sleeveless outfits are not
permitted.

e Cotton and linen garments will keep
you comfortable and can be easily
laundered. Layer with a sweater for
cool nights.

e Bring a rain jacket, a few sweaters
and long pants for visits between
October and April.

e Pack comfortable walking shoes or
sandals for sight-seeing.
